Ag Commissioner Ron Ross announced that the State is currently reviewing the pesticide regulations and use throughout the State. The State would be making some changes and would probably go in to effect by the end of the year.  Mr. Ross said that his department would be monitoring it closely. 
f) Board Announcements:  Supervisor Loe reported that the Community Action Board (Cab) sub-committee met in regards to the first elimination for the CDBG Grant funding for 2010-2011. Supervisor Loe said that the list of community groups would be brought to the Board of Supervisors at a later date.

Supervisor Botelho reported that he attended the RCRC meeting in Sacramento and that some of the items that were discussed were: opposition to proposition 16; policy changes to urban water and agricultural use efficiency; AB 885 - septic tank systems; off road diesel regulations and Williamson Act.

Supervisor Barrios mentioned that she and Supervisor Botelho had been meeting through the ad hoc Inclusionary Housing sub-committee and recently met with the non-profits and would bring more information back at a later date.

Health & Human Services Director Kathy Flores provided information in regards to budget cuts for the Child Welfare Services Program that have appeared in the Governor’s FY 2010/11 budget.

Review staff report, and draft comment letter to the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) Clear Creek Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) and provide comments and direction to staff.


Planning Director Art Henriques reported that this item focuses on comments pertaining to the Draft Resource Management Plan (RMP) that BLM has put together and the related environmental impact statement.  Mr. Henriques noted that a draft comment letter to BLM has been prepared for the Board’s consideration.  Mr. Henriques explained the history which led up to this item.


Mr. Henriques referred to Page 3 of the staff report where there are listed Common Practices to All the Alternatives.   Mr. Henriques stated that BLM has indicated that Alternative E is their preferred alternative in the RMP allowing for limited vehicle touring through the ACEC area and looking at limited access in the Serpentine ACEC and non-motorized recreational opportunities.  Mr. Henriques stated that BLM believes that this would reduce the high level of asbestos emissions and exposure to humans and the need to not have to conduct further intensive studies in that area by limiting access.


Mr. Henriques further stated that it has been expressed at Board meetings and in the community that there is concern that the financial implications to the pursuit of Alternative E, because of the limited access through the Serpentine ACEC and limited access from motorized vehicles, severely impacts economic vitality of many local, regional and even broader businesses as well as the county’s revenue stream by significantly impacting tourism.



Mr. Henriques stated that a draft letter to the BLM, Hollister Field Office, to the Planning Coordinator, recaps some of the information in the staff report and notes the Alternative E that is preferred by BLM and notes some of the potential impacts on San Benito County and requests further information of alternatives.  Mr. Henriques reported that the letter concludes with a preference to keep Alternative A for the project which is the “No Action” alternative.


Chairman Monaco clarified that the issue before the Board of Supervisors is a roadway that the County has through the BLM land and that is the only item the County has any control over or can make a decision about.  Chairman Monaco stated that the County does not manage the Clear Creek Management Area noting it is under the purview of the BLM.  Chairman Monaco also stated that we are not here to argue about the findings of the science although we have expressed in the letter some concerns about the kind of research that was done in this area and we have asked for some peer review of those things from the County’s perspective. 
It was the consensus of the Board to support Alternative A.



The following members of the public addressed the Board:  Ray Iddings, Three Rocks Research; Allan Diehr, Save Clear Creek Facebook Group; Don Amador, Blue Ribbon Coalition; Ed Tobin, who submitted a letter to the Board of Supervisors; Steve Koredoff; Alyssa Lehr, Johnny’s Custom; Dennis Mann, Hanford, CA; Steve Wells, Woods Ranch Manager; Joe Danze, Big Joe Racing; Teresa Alberts, Hollister; and Mark Norman, Redwood City.



Supervisor De La Cruz suggested sending separate letters to Senators Boxer and Feinstein and Congressman Farr asking them to look into this matter from a data / fact gathering concept.



Supervisor Barrios said a copy of the BLM letter should also go to the legislators.



Supervisor Botelho stated that there was a need to beef up the economic effect of this action by BLM and emphasize this to our legislators that this is an economically depressed area and we can’t survive these types of decisions.



Supervisor Botelho also stated that Alternative A should be in bold letters in order to have it emphasized.


Supervisor Barrios stated that in the letter, as written, with regards to the economics, it states that is has the potential to seriously, adversely affect the economic vitality and she would like it changed to state that it already has seriously, adversely affected the economic vitality.


BOARD ACTION:   Upon motion made by Supervisor De La Cruz and seconded by Supervisor Barrios, moved to amend the original letter by including Supervisor Botelho’s suggestion to bold the letters of Alternative A and Supervisor Barrios’ suggestion to change the wording to state that it already has seriously, adversely affected the economic vitality and to also send a letter to Senators Boxer and Feinstein and Congressman Farr asking them to look into this matter, and include a copy of the letter being sent to BLM. PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT – S. Wittry:

Adopt a Resolution to re-open unmaintained County roads upon the installation of appropriate information signage referencing a potential for human health risks within surrounding terrain in the BLM Clear Creek Management Area; and direct staff to maintain quarterly inspections of signs in the area. 


Public Works Administrator Steve Wittry provided background information stating that on May 13, 2008 the Board of Supervisors took action for a temporary closure of approximately 25 miles of unmaintained County roads in the BLM Clear Creek Management Area which was primarily in response to the initial release of Environmental Protection Agency CCMA Asbestos Exposure and Human Health Risk Assessment.  Mr. Wittry stated that this assessment has led to a new draft Resource Management Plan and Environmental Impact Statement and this document is still undergoing environmental and public review and staff anticipates that there will be an additional delay of 12 to 18 months before the document is adopted through the BLM process.  Mr. Wittry stated that this delay tends to stretch the definition of “Temporary Closure” as approved in 2008 and as a result staff recommends the Board consider action to remove the temporary closure action to re-open all County roads in the BLM Creek Management Area and further direct staff to install informational signage referencing a potential human health risk within the surrounding terrain and maintain quarterly inspections of those signs and all other County owned signs in the area.


Mr. Wittry stated that they were asking just to open the roads and not to maintain the roads.


Supervisor Monaco clarified that the roads being talked about today were those roads as designated in the proposed resolution.



Mr. Wittry stated it would take approximately two weeks to get the signs up and open the roads.



Rick Cooper, Hollister Field Office Manager, Bureau of Land Management (BLM) came forward stating that BLM recommends that the County keep the county road network closed until BLM completes the proposed plan and final EIS for the Clear Creek Management Area.  Mr. Cooper read from a prepared statement stating that by working through the planned process BLM will be able to best address county needs related to the road system in the area of critical environmental concern.   Mr. Cooper stated that under the decisions made by BLM and San Benito County in 2008 it is clear to the general public that they should not enter the area and only the property owners and persons with valid existing rights have access to the area.  


Mr. Cooper noted that BLM has never denied access to any private landowner to their property within the ACEC.  Mr. Cooper stated that opening the roads now without placing signs and appropriate controls such as fences and gates along the county road corridor will be confusing to the general public.



Mr. Cooper stated that due to lack of county maintenance on the roads the public will be tempted to divert onto closed routes and trails to avoid these areas and this will make them subject to citations for violating the closure order.



Mr. Cooper insured the Board that the BLM will continue to work cooperatively with the county to protect public health and safety in this area while continuing to provide persons with valid existing rights and owning property in the area full access to their land.  Mr. Cooper stated, if however the County does determine a need to re-open the road, BLM recommends that the County enforce licensed vehicle use only on the county roads as this will deter any OHV use from straying off the county road and will insure at least 16-year old drivers in the area.   Mr. Cooper stated that he would also encourage the County to complete an inspection of the roads present conditions, sign the road corridor in order to clearly define the county road system to assist the public in navigating through the area.  


Mr. Cooper ended by stating that he believes the safest and the least confusing approach for the public will be to keep the roads closed at this time and allow the BLM to complete the final plan and decisions for the Clear Creek Management Area.



Supervisor Barrios asked Mr. Cooper if the Board were to allow that time how much are we talking about before this is actually complete and a decision is made.



Mr. Cooper estimated that it would probably be January 2011 that we would have a record of decision signed by State Director.



Supervisor Barrios asked then how much time would it would take to implement the plan following that date.



Mr. Cooper answered that it would take another three to four months.



The following members of the public addressed the Board:  John Haaker, Tres Pinos; Mike Wubbles, Friends of Clear Creek Management Area; Peter Reeves, Century 21; Peter Thumfort, Palo Alto, CA; Jim Strenfel, Timekeepers; Dee Murphy, Zoom; Kit Simmons, South Bay Riders; Ray Iddings; Three Rocks Research; Allan Diehr, Safe Clear Creek Facebook Group; Don Amador, Blue Ribbon Coalition; Ed Tobin; Steve Wells, Monterey County; and, Joe Danze.


Discussion ensued about the help by the public to maintain signs.



Matt Granger, County Counsel, stated that it was best left to the Public Works Department to handle maintaining the signs.



Chairman Monaco reiterated that this action today only pertains to the opening of the County roads and the County would not be maintaining the roads and only placing signage.

Management Analyst Janelle Cox provided background information stating that the Board approved ten separate items pertaining to CSA’s during this reporting period.  Ms. Cox reported that the budgets were adopted, we had quite a lengthy discussion on the storm drainage maintenance and deeming it to be an essential service and the Board then decided that County needed to allocate General Fund dollars to insure that the street lights stay on during the winter months.  Ms. Cox further reported that the Prop 218 process was initiated and a public hearing was set for March 9, 2010 and the mail ballot election is set for May 2010.  


Ms. Cox continued by stating there has been community outreach efforts and included in these efforts were numerous site visits by both the maintenance staff, the Public Works Administrator, engineering staff and herself and also many meetings during the day and evenings.  Also reverse 911 telephone calls informed CSA homeowners of mail ballot elections.



Ms. Cox referred to the Matrix as included in the Board’s packet and summarizes what types of services were provided.


Ms. Cox noted that six CSA’s are talking about de-activating in totality.



Ms. Cox and County Counsel Matt Granger answered questions posed by Board members.



Supervisors thanked Ms. Cox for all of her hard work on the CSA issues.
