The Board of Supervisors of San Benito County met in the Board Chambers on the above date in regular session.  Supervisors Botelho, Loe, Barrios, De La Cruz and Monaco were present. Also present was County Administrative Officer Susan Thompson, County Counsel Matthew Granger and Clerk of the Board Linda Churchill. Chairman Reb Monaco presided.

a) Supervisor Botelho led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

A moment of silence was held in memory of Gertrude Boyd, a long time resident of San Benito County.

b) Upon motion duly made, seconded and carried, acknowledged Certificate of Posting.

c) PRESENTATIONS & RECOGNITIONS:
· Present Certificate of Recognition to Josephine Gallegos who is retiring after over 36 years of service with the San Benito County Assessor’s Office.
Chairman Monaco presented plaque to Josie Gallegos.
· Presentation of Trindel Employee Safety Award to Nadine Stevens-Deck, Child Support Services and recognize nominees Ann Dolmage, Building & Planning Department; Karen Rogers, Probation Department; Tina DeLaOssa, Child Support Services.
Gene Herndon, Trindel Insurance Fund, presented awards to the nominees and to Ms. Nadine Stevens-Deck who was the Employee Safety Award winner.

Upon motion made by Supervisor Botelho and seconded by Supervisor Barrios, approved proclamation.  File #430
Supervisor Botelho presented the proclamation to Valerie Egland, President of the Native Daughters and second Vice President Lanetta Bishop.

d) Public Comment:   There was no public comment.
e) Department Head Announcements:  County Administrative Officer Susan Thompson reported that she met with C.J. Valenzuela, Housing Programs Coordinator and Supervisor Monaco about establishing a HOME Committee and the item will be forthcoming for Board of Supervisor’s consideration very soon.
Ms. Thompson also reported that she and Internal Services Director Rich Inman have been interviewing candidates for Interim Planning Director and they have invited one potential candidate for the Board of Supervisors to interview.

Ms. Thompson stated that she received a copy of the draft Environmental Impact Report for Santana Ranch noting that this process was moving forward.

Health & Human Services Agency Director Kathy Flores announced that Saturday, April 17th is Kids Healthy Families Day sponsored by YMCA and invited interested community members to attend with their families.

f) Board Announcements, Introductions and Presentations:  Supervisor Barrios reported that she and Supervisor Botelho met with the Business Council and she would bring up some of the input of the Council on an agenda item today with regards to local preference.  

Supervisor Barrios reported that a First Five Commission special meeting was held yesterday and Congressman Sam Farr was present to discuss possible federal grants for children 0-5 years old.   Supervisor Barrios stated that Congressman Farr said there appears to be more consideration for counties with a high unemployment rate such as we have and suggested that as a county we need to prepare a resolution in support of healthy children and early childhood education.  Supervisor Barrios said she would like to bring this forward for Board consideration to partner with other organizations to write a grant.


Supervisor Loe reminded the public that on Wednesday, April 14, 2010, at 3:00 p.m. in the Board of Supervisors Chambers the Mobility Partnership would be meeting and the re-alignment of Highway 152 would be discussed.


Chairman Monaco reported that he attended the Regional Advisory Committee (RAC) to Bureau of Land Management (BLM) meeting held in Bakersfield on April 9th and 10th.  Chairman Monaco noted that the decision made by our Board of Supervisors on April 6th to open the road in the Clear Creek Management Area was discussed for about two hours from a variety of people concerned about the ramifications of that decision.   Chairman Monaco stated there were comments from both sides, pros and cons, noting that the doors are not closed on the issues around BLM and Clear Creek Management Area.


Chairman Monaco also stated that he attended the Friends of Library Pot Luck along with Supervisor Botelho and noted it was a very fun and nice affair.

County Counsel Matt Granger reported that there was a request to add an Urgency Item regarding a decision made by the Planning Commission last Wednesday, April 7, 2010 and this decision came up after the agenda had been formulated by staff and as a result of the Planning Commission’s decision in the matter of Use Permit 789-99B, applicant Frank Leal of Leal Vineyards, a question has arisen as to whether or not the Board of Supervisors would want to consider an appeal of the Planning Commissions’ decision by staff.  County Counsel Granger explained that because the deadline for filing that appeal is Monday, April 19, 2010 at 5:00 p.m. an immediate action needs to be taken if the Board wants to discuss this issue and give instructions to staff regarding filing an appeal.  

County Counsel Granger answered questions posed by Board members.

Held a public hearing to consider adopting a resolution regarding Earthbound Farm/Natural Selection Foods’ request for abandonment, transfer and finalization of an agricultural open space easement on APN 012-050-010 and related offer of new agricultural open space easements on APN 012-020-013 and 012-040-046. LOCATION: San Juan Valley, San Juan Bautista, CA (APN 012-020-013, 012-050-010, and 012-040-046); approve Hold Harmless and Indemnification Agreement; and, authorize Chairman to execute Grants of Easement and Certificates of Acceptance.


Planning Director Art Henriques provided background information stating that this item was before the Planning Commission on February 3, 2010 who reviewed the matter and their recommendations are before the Board of Supervisors today.

Lissette Knight, Planning Department, provided a staff report summarizing the benefits and importance of this abandonment and transfer of this easement.  Ms. Knight stated that staff recommends approval of the item as indicated.

Assistant County Counsel Barbara Thompson explained an addendum to this item which was handed out to the Board this morning and copies are available for the public.  Ms. Thompson reported that the handout was a clarification to the resolution stating that it is abandoning 19.82 acres and also accepting 19.82 acres with no net change or decrease of land and agricultural open space area.  Ms. Thompson also noted that on Page 4 of 6 the last two “Be It Resolves” indicate that the 1999 Agricultural Open Space Easement of Earthbound Farms indicates that it authorizes their Chief Financial Officer to be able to execute the document.  Ms. Thompson noted that the abandonment is expressly contingent upon Earthbound Farms taking all necessary action to record the two new Open Space Easements.  Ms. Thompson reported that in addition Exhibits A, B and C have been attached to the resolution with regards to the 2.82 acres.  Ms. Thompson ended by stating that on Page 2 of the Staff Report the actual recommended motion is in bold letters and the Board needs to indicate that it is 19.82 acres.
Joe Torquato, Director of Engineering for Earthbound Farms,  explained how this item got to this point and was the result of countless hours of coordination between the County staff and Earthbound Farms.  Mr. Torquato noted that Board of Supervisors support is essential.


Board members commented with regards to the efforts made for this item.

Informational report on the Gang Resistance Education and Training (G.R.E.A.T.) Program.
Al De Vos,  Gang Prevention Coordinator, provided a G.R.E.A.T. Program evaluation summary report which is a school-based law enforcement officer instructed classroom curriculum.  Mr. De Vos reported some of the effectiveness and results of this program is that the students develop more positive attitudes toward police and less positive attitudes about gangs and they learn refusal skills and tend to develop more resistance to peer pressure and there have been lower rates of gang membership and self reported delinquency.  Mr. De Vos stated there is a total of 780 students currently receiving this training. 
Mr. De Vos praised Deputy Sheriff Rich Brown and Deputy Sheriff Terry Edwards who provide the training.

Deputy County Counsel Shirley Murphy reported that the Board previously discussed adopting a weed abatement ordinance and staff has been researching samples from other jurisdictions and developing a draft ordinance for the Board’s consideration.  Deputy Counsel Murphy outlined the issues that they would like Board’s direction on in order to move forward.


Lengthy discussion ensued and Board members provided input.



Chairman Monaco appointed an ad hoc committee of Supervisors Loe and Botelho to work on clarifying the maps as submitted in the Board’s packet for consideration at the April 27, 2010 meeting and to also discuss the blight issues definition.


BOARD DIRECTION:    
1) Geographical Scope – limit it to city limits of Hollister and come back with a map similar to that of the City of Hollister map with the yellow county islands in it and will probably draw the yellow around any property that was totally encapsulated by the City or surrounded on three sides.

Urgency Item.  Hold discussion to consider directing staff to file an appeal     of the Planning Commissions’ April 7, 2010 decision in the matter of Use Permit 789-99B (Applicant: Frank Leal of Leal Vineyards)

Supervisor Loe stated that she had a concern with regards to a safety item which is basically the Channelization Turn Lanes and because it was waived by the Planning Commission she felt the Board of Supervisors should discuss it and decide if we agree with this decision or if there is some other mitigation that we may want to put in place.
County Counsel Matt Granger explained that the only issue being discussed today is whether it wants to vote to direct staff to file an appeal of the Planning Commission decision to the Board of Supervisors.

Assistant County Counsel Barbara Thompson gave an overview of the decision made by the Planning Commission on April 7, 2010 and referred to the handout titled Public Hearing, Use Permit No. 789-99B, Leal Vineyards, Marantha Drive, Hollister.  Assistant Counsel Thompson indicated that we were not hearing factual issues but only talking about whether it should be heard by the Board of Supervisors.

Lengthy discussion ensued and Board members discussed whether or not this matter should be appealed to the Board of Supervisors and the fact that this would be a precedent setting decision.
Richard Bettencourt, local resident and Planning Commissioner, stated that he did not care which way the Board of Supervisors wished to go but he wanted to make it clear that he remembers in 2004 we were in trouble because we did not bond it at that time.  Mr. Bettencourt stated that the road issue alone was discussed for over an hour and a half and he did take everything into consideration in making his decision.

Kenneth Perez, local business owner, stated what is the purpose of having a Planning Commission if the Board of Supervisors is going to overturn it. Mr. Perez said it was discussed fully at the Planning Commission meeting and it would seem then it was just a waste of time.

BOARD ACTION:  Supervisor Botelho made a motion to not direct staff to file an appeal.  Supervisor Barrios seconded the motion.

Mr. Wittry stated that other alternatives might include moving the Sheriff Department and get into a facility that is actually safer for staff.    Mr. Wittry indicated that there are businesses folding and this may raise an opportunity to look into purchasing such buildings for the Sheriff Administration.
