Also present was County Administrative Officer Susan Thompson, County Counsel Matthew Granger, and Assistant Clerk of the Board Janet Slibsager. Chairman Reb Monaco presided.

a) Supervisor Barrios led the Pledge of Allegiance.
b) Upon motion duly made, seconded and carried, acknowledged Certificate of Posting.

c) Public Comment:  Supervisor Margie Barrios, Chairman of LAFCO Commission, presented Supervisor Monaco with a Certificate of Recognition for his six years of service on the Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCO).
