ACTION MINUTES

The Board of Supervisors of San Benito County met in the Board Chambers on the above date in regular session.  Supervisors Botelho, Loe, Barrios and De La Cruz were present. Supervisor Monaco was absent.  Also present was County Administrative Officer Rich Inman, County Counsel Matthew Granger and Assistant Clerk of the Board Janet Slibsager.  Vice Chair Pat Loe presided. 
	9:00 a.m. CALL TO ORDER:


a) Supervisor De La Cruz led the Pledge of Allegiance.
b) Upon motion duly made, seconded and carried, acknowledged Certificate of Posting.
c) PRESENTATIONS & RECOGNITIONS:

Present Certificate of Recognition to Alice DeNoris, Social Worker III, who is retiring from County Services after 32 years.


Supervisor De La Cruz presented a plaque to Alice DeNoris.



Ms. DeNoris thanked the Board for the recognition and stated that she had been fortunate to work with such a dedicated group of employees.
d) Public Comment:  Catherine Farnham encouraged the Board and the community to get their free flu shots that day at the Veterans Building.
Joel Hill, S.E.I.U., spoke in respect to the bidding process and award of

the 911 contract. He stated that if they were to contract out, 14 jobs would be lost.


Jonell Ortega, local 911 dispatcher, also spoke of the outsourcing of 911 services and asked where the feasibility study was.


County Administrative Officer Inman stated that the feasibility study would be to the Board within the week.  
e) Department Head Announcements:  Planning Director Gary Armstrong reported that the Affordable Housing Ordinance would be going to the Planning Commission on November 17, 2010. He further stated that they would be requesting a continuance of the Public Hearing (item 21) set for that afternoon because of a noticing error.
f) Board Announcements, Introductions and Presentations: Supervisor Botelho
reported that he and Supervisor Barrios had met with the Planning Director for an update on the Affordable Housing Ordinance.


Supervisor Barrios reported that she had attended the Hazel Hawkins Emergency Room ribbon cutting and commented that it was a place to be proud of.  She further reported that she had attended the Farm Bureau dinner dance and that Al Bonturi had been honored as Farmer of the Year. She stated that she would like to recognize Mr. Bonturi at the December 7, 2010 Board meeting if possible.

Supervisor De La Cruz reported that he had also attended the Hazel Hawkins Emergency Room ribbon cutting and Farm Bureau dinner dance. He offered commendation to, as of that morning and subject to change, the election of Robbie Scattini to the City Council, Darren Thompson as County Sheriff and Jerry Muenzer to the County Board of Supervisors.


Supervisor Botelho asked Mandy Rose, Integrated Waste Management Director, for an update on the proposed new operating agreement at John Smith Road Landfill.


Ms. Rose reported that the next regularly scheduled Board meeting to bring the agreement to the Board would be December 7, 2010 unless they chose to expedite and hold a special meeting. 


CAO Inman stated that he had met with Ms. Rose the previous day and they both felt that a third neutral party evaluation of the evaluation was needed. He added that they could try to get it on the December 7th agenda and that there would also be a meeting on December 21st.

Supervisor Botelho expressed concern about the Sheriff making further


cuts by the end of the year.



Sheriff Curtis Hill stated that if they did not use reserves, they would need

Works to retain the excess rock for use in flood control.


Mandy Rose, Integrated Waste Management Director, provided 
information with respect to landfill rock utilization. She stated that a member of 
the community had expressed a desire to purchase the excess rock and that the 
Public Works Administrator would like to continue to receive the excess rock.



Supervisor Barrios asked where the rock was transported to and if any 
money was paid to store it.



Ms. Rose stated that it was distributed to several different areas within the 
county and no money was paid to store it.



Supervisor Botelho questioned how much rock was needed in case of 
emergency. 



Steve Wittry, Public Works Administrator, stated that they kept a stockpile 
on standby with the goal of having enough rock available if needed.  



Supervisor Botelho mentioned selling excess rock but also expressed that 
he did not want to compete with local quarries.



Mr. Wittry noted that it would not be that much excess rock available to 
sell on a continual basis.  He requested that the Board continue using the rock 
instead of selling as it would be more time consuming than beneficial.



Vice Chair Loe recalled the floods of the late 90’s and how the County had 
to go out and purchase rock and how extremely expensive it was.

Directed staff to retain the excess rock for use in flood control.  File #75.4

Dan Amsden of Mintier Harnish provided a powerpoint presentation of the


General Plan update.



Tim Foley, Committee Chair of the General Plan Advisory Committee (GPAC) provided a powerpoint presentation with respect to the accomplishments of GPAC.


Supervisor Botelho thanked Mr. Foley for his leadership.



Supervisor Barrios thanked the committee for a fine job and for moving forward. She noted that some items were over budget and some were under and asked if they would balance out.



Mr. Amsden stated that they would.



Supervisor Barrios complimented them on the newsletter and asked if it had been made available to the public.



Mr. Amsden replied that it was posted on the website and was distributed to those that had asked for it.


Liz Alameda, member of the public, asked if all reports were available.



Mr. Amsden replied that all reports were on the website and that you could


submit your e-mail address to receive update blasts.

Gary Armstrong, Planning Director, provided an update.


Matt Granger, County Counsel, stated that county counsel’s office had been working with Pinnacle Bank and had established a set aside account in the sole name of the County of San Benito in the amount of $212,000 that is held in reserve for the County to access if Leal Winery doesn’t finish construction of the left turn lane within 6 months, those monies would be available to the County to go forward and finish whatever work needs to be done.



Supervisor Barrios asked what the timeline was.



Mr. Granger stated that it started that day.


Matt Kelley, Kelley Engineering, addressed the Board on behalf of Mr. Leal and thanked County Counsel for their efforts.



Further discussion ensued regarding hours of operation and noise limits.



Mr. Armstrong reported that they were looking at noise ordinances in several other counties and cities in the area that also have rural atmospheres and how they deal with the noise enforcement issue. 



Supervisor Barrios indicated that she would like to see the County move forward with the noise ordinance.



Vice Chair Loe felt the applicant was showing a good faith effort and that since winter months were approaching, the noise issue would probably lessen for the next 6 months allowing time to get the Ordinance in place and find some solutions. She felt comfortable allowing it to go through the process, but if there were further problems, it would have to go back to the Board.


Curtis Hill, County Sheriff, expressed appreciation to the Board for looking at establishing a noise ordinance as noise mitigation has been an ongoing issue.



Acting Chair Loe noted that no direction was necessary.  File #790

Curtis Hill, County Sheriff, provided a powerpoint presentation on the San Benito


County Adult Detention Facility Expansion update.  Other presenters were:

Chair, Corrections Standards Authority Board Stephen Amos, Chief Deputy Director, Department of General Services Red Team Leader Chris Lief, Principle Program Budget Analyst, Department of Finance Leslie Heller, Field Representative, Corrections Standards Authority Kevin Carruth, Corrections Program Authority, Kitchell Doug Evans, Calaveras County Jail Project Director, Kitchell.


The presentation covered the following subjects:


Continued need for the jail.


Advantage to moving forward.


Bid Climate.


AB 900 considerations requirement.


Commitment from the State.



Supervisor Botelho asked if the new jail would belong to the State and if the County would lease it back.



Mr. Lief explained that upon paying the bonds back, ownership would revert back to the County. 



Supervisor Barrios expressed concern over the need to cover the construction costs upfront and asked how Calaveras County did it.



Mr. Evans indicated that Calaveras County passed a local Measure J for 31 million dollars,  back in 2007 or 2008.


Supervisor Barrios asked about the potential of providing jail service to other counties for sustainability.



Sheriff Hill, expressed caution with that direction as to the State Department of Finance’s  perception of the County’s intent of the project.



Mr. Amos gave an overview of what the Red Team does and accomplishments to date.  He added that the Red Team was there to assist the County in the process.



Vice Chair Loe left the meeting, leaving Supervisor Botelho as Acting Chair.



Acting Chair Botelho asked about the possibility of invoicing the State and


receive the funding quickly enough to compensate the contractor.



Ms. Heller explained that it is set up as reimbursement in arrears, with the


County incurring the expense first and the State then reimburses.



Supervisor Barrios asked what the timeline was.



Ms. Heller explained that there was a 2017 sunset in the legislation, the point in time that when projects need to be in the Public Works Board process. She encouraged the County to move forward.


Supervisor De La Cruz indicated that they might have to go to the public with a measure for funding.



Mr. Amos spoke of the advantageous bid climate.


Sherrif-elect Darren Thompson assured the Board and the community that he and Sheriff Hill were working together to make for a smooth transition. He indicated that he would continue to work with staff, the Board and the Red Team to make sure the project moves forward.


Supervisors De La Cruz concurred with Supervisor Barrios both about the desire to bring the community into the project for ideas and input.


Sheriff Hill cautioned the Board on the danger of a voter’s measure to increase sales or property tax to fund the projects. He felt the voters had spoken about tax increases.  File #110

Mary Lou Andrade, Tax Collector, provided information on the proposed


reorganization that would be effective on or around January 1, 2011. She explained that the remainder of the 1.0 position would be reassigned to the Deputy Tax Collector III in the office. She noted that potential financial savings for the first fiscal year would be approximately $20,000 and a savings of approximately $35,000 the following year.


Supervisor De La Cruz expressed concern that Ms. Andrade might come before the Board at budget hearings requesting reclassification of the position because of additional duties.



Ms. Andrade stated that she did not plan to.



Acting Chair Botelho expressed gratitude for Ms. Andrade’s efforts in finding ways to cut costs.
