Supervisors De La Cruz and Barrios along with Chair Monaco’s appointed Planning Commissioner, Richard Bettencourt, thanked outgoing Supervisors Loe and Monaco for their years of dedicated service.
	REGULAR AGENDA:


ASSESSOR – T. Slavich:

Approve steps to implement SB 863 (Williamson Act) and set a Public Hearing for December 21, 2010 at 1:30 p.m. to make a final determination regarding implementation.


Assessor Tom Slavich commented that it had been a pleasure working with Supervisors Loe and Monaco. Mr. Slavich briefly explained the content of SB 863 and how it could pose potential litigation in the future. 



Chairman Monaco stated that our county was one of the few trying to preserve the Williamson Act and that many counties were staying away from this legislation and taking a “wait and see” approach.



Mr. Slavich indicated that if the Board did nothing, they would receive the $200,000 subvention. If they acted there would be a possibility of an additional $150,000. He noted that in order to qualify the county’s subvention payment has to be less than one-half of their foregone property tax. Mr. Slavich said the county qualified last year as they received $21 as opposed to $750,000 that was normally received.


Chairman Monaco stated that San Benito County was one of the leaders in trying to preserve the Williamson Act. He stated that at the recent CSAC conference he attended discussion was had regarding the future of the Williamson Act and in fact it did not look good. He felt they were looking at the end of a very viable conservation program in California, and as it turns out, the only conservation program in California. He stated that they should proceed cautiously.


Supervisor Loe felt the matter was extremely complicated and that the only wise, prudent and fair thing to do would be to set it for public hearing and put all the cards on the table.



Supervisor Botelho asked what counties were not going to consider SB863.



Mr. Slavich believed Monterey and Napa counties were not going to consider SB863. He thought they were going status quo and leave it as is for the time and not cancel any contracts.



Supervisors Botelho, De La Cruz and Barrios concurred with Supervisor Loe that a public hearing should be held.



Supervisor Barrios wanted to make sure that property owners would be notified by December 10, 2010.



Assessor Slavich indicated that it would be published in the newspaper and everything was ready to go and would be mailed out to individual owners that day and the next day.



Supervisor Barrios asked out of the potential additional $150,000 what staff expense would be.



Assessor Slavich replied approximately $15,000. He stated that basically there was really no option, only an option for non-renewal and they would move the non-renewal date to March 1st. He added that if you filed a notice of non-renewal, instead of a 10% differential increase it would be a 60% increase.



Chairman Monaco opened the matter for questions from the public.



No one from the public addressed the Board of Supervisors. 


BOARD ACTION: Upon motion made by Supervisor Loe and seconded by Supervisor De La Cruz made findings that the County received less than one-half of the foregone property tax revenue pursuant to Government Code Section 16142.1(d)(1) for the 2009/10 fiscal year. Further moved to set a public hearing for December 21, 2010 at 1:30 p.m. or as soon thereafter as the matter may be heard to consider adoption of the implementation of the provisions authorized in SB 863 and outlined in subdivision (b) of Government Code Section 51244 and Section 51244.3. Directed the Assessor’s Office to notify all contracted landowners of the scheduled public hearing, the final decision of the board after the Dec. 21, 2010 public hearing and the landowner’s right to prevent the reduction in the term of their contract by serving notice of non-renewal as specified by Government Code Section 51245. Further directed that procedures be implemented to change the non-renewal date to March 1, 2011 (Unanimous) File #7
d) Public Comment:  Alfred Valenzuela Jr., Hollister resident, expressed concern about 1500 Nash Road water and how the Westside Treatment Plant made his mother spend over $500,000 when there is a new pipeline going through Nash Road now.  He indicated that he was told by Maggoria Pumping if Hollister knew they were going to put the pipeline in why did they make his mother put in two 40,000 gallon tanks.
Supervisor De La Cruz recommended that he and Supervisor Botelho 


meet with Mr. Valenzuela.

Mr. Valenzuela further spoke of the requirement that was made to put fire sprinklers on old construction when the state only requires fire sprinklers on new construction.
e) Department Head Announcements:  There were no department head announcements.
f)
Board Announcements, Introductions and Presentations:  Supervisor Barrios stated that she had received a newsletter wherein the City of Hollister had partnered with Chase to renovate foreclosed homes. They used a subsidiary company named Central Coast Residential Builders that made a point of hiring as many San Benito County sub-contractors as possible to renovate the properties that the City took on. She noted that 65% of the sub-contractors and material suppliers were from the City of Hollister and 10% were from the City of San Juan Bautista, 15% from Gilroy and 10% from Salinas. She expressed her appreciation.  She reported that AMBAG had released the draft for the Envisioning the Monterey Bay Area and it was a blueprint for sustainable growth and smart infrastructure in our region. She expressed 2 areas of concern in the fact that the document came out with statistics that the population of 85 years and older is growing the fastest within our region and is projected to more than double by the year 2035. She detailed concern in the areas of housing, transportation and recreation. She added that populations aged 65 to 84 is expected to nearly double to approximately 121,250 by the year 2035. She felt those were issues San Benito County should be concerned with in moving forward and planning ahead. She reported that the document projected employment in San Benito County would grow by 28%. Supervisor Barrios reported that the Pajaro River Watershed Flood Protection Agency met with Congressman Sam Farr and the Corps of Engineers. She stated that they made a strong commitment to making sure Washington listens in regards to the Pajaro River area of flooding. She stated that they had asked them to look into making sure the levies were reinforced and nothing had been done. She noted that Congressman Farr had sent a clear message to the Corps of Engineers to make it a priority.



Supervisor De La Cruz reported that he had attended the CSAC Conference along with Supervisor Monaco and in-coming supervisors Rivas and Muenzer. He proceeded to give a quick summary of the key points of the conference.  


Supervisor Loe felt it was important for the Board to work together and she had nothing but praise for the Board of Supervisors. 



Supervisor Botelho thanked staff that had a presence in the Hollister Lights on Celebration and the San Juan Lights On Parade. He reported that he and Supervisor Loe attended a Mobility Partnership 152 Trade Corridor Project meeting and gave updates on what was being done. He added that a tremendous amount of progress had been made in the last year and a half. He congratulated Supervisor Loe for all her accomplishments with the project.


Chairman Monaco expressed appreciation to all those who attended Linda Churchill’s retirement party. He also expressed appreciation for Linda’s years of service as Clerk of the Board. He brought attention to the new photograph hanging in the Board chambers that was a gift from retired CAO, Susan Thompson and retired Clerk of the Board, Linda Churchill. Chair Monaco gave a brief report on the CSAC conference he attended. He provided a copy of documentation he received at the conference to the Clerk to be made available for the public to view. He spoke of the fact that CSAC no longer had an ally in Sacramento and in fact, had a foe and that they did not know what direction the legislature or administration would take in hitting counties.

The following persons spoke in regards to the appeal:  Jose Rios of San Benito EDC, Mary Paxton, City of Hollister Planning Manager, Margaret Watt, Deane Judd, Hollister City Councilman Victor Gomez, Gordon Machado, Jim Conklin of the Business Council, Cal Fire Battalion Chief Mark Edria, Ken Lindsay, Fred Meyer, Hollister City Councilman Doug Emerson spoke on his own behalf and presented a video from Mike Chambliss who could not be there, Conor Kelly, President of Diablo Precision,Inc., Jesus Rodriguez, Annie Negrete, Hugh Bikle, Angela Fosdick, Priscilla Rodriguez, William (Bill) Lee, president of San Benito Shutter Co.,Inc., Ruben Rodriguez, Mario Garcia of Garcia Vegetables in San Juan Bautista, Albert DiGioia, and Jose Rodriguez. 


Chairman Monaco closed the public comment.



Chairman Monaco announced that Mr. Rodriguez, the appellant, would be allowed a rebuttal for the time period of fifteen minutes.



Mr. Rodriguez responded to the issue of safety by asking what about air shows, nearby Swank Farms, and the City approved dog park at the corner of the runway. He responded to the mention of a drop off at the flea market and indicated that he knew nothing about it. Mr. Rodriguez stated that many of the people that spoke against the project were lying about many things. He suggested letting people develop their own runways. He stated that he would be strict and require a sales tax i.d. and resale number governed by the Board of Equalization.  He reported that he had spoken to Cal Trans regarding air transportation and runway requirements and that was where he received his information regarding the length of runways.  Mr. Rodriguez spoke in regards to the location of Cal Fire at the airport.  He spoke to the effect that Mr. Lindsey said the flea market was not compatible with commercial use. He added that Mr. Lindsey’s tenants were not all industrial and that some were retail, dance studio, food service and tax service and questioned if those were industrial. He noted that his business gross was 4 to 10 million dollars per year and that he paid taxes and the flea market would also contribute taxes. He agreed that something needed to be done at Flynn Road.  He stated that he had heard that a comment was made at the October 26th Airport Committee meeting to the effect that the flea market was “not a safety issue here, we just don’t want anybody building around the airport” and “if we allow him to do it, then everybody else is going to do it”. He indicated that he understood that it was all politics.


Mr. Kelly reported that the parking was designed to accommodate the allowed number of attendees. He stated that the concern for bird strikes would be mitigated by four individuals policing the area for solid waste. He noted that property acquisition was common for the FAA and they do have the funding when they are so inclined to acquire property for an airport. He stated that the maximum population of 535 included vendors, food trucks, musicians, attendees and employees and that the number was determined by COG staff as a recommendation to meet compliance with the Land Use plan. In answer to Mr. Chambliss and Mr. Emerson’s expressed concerns whether the project met Cal Trans standards and answered that it does meet the guidelines described in the 2002 handbook. Mr. Kelly stated that he had recently spoken to Ron Bianco of the FAA who is the program manager for the Hollister Airport and works out of the Burlingame office.  He stated that he described the project to Mr. Bianco and its relationship to the airport and he never expressed any drastic measures as cutting funds or shutting down a runway. Mr. Kelly further stated that he asked Mr. Bianco if there were millions of dollars earmarked for the Hollister Airport right now and his reply was no and added that just because Hollister wants to expand its airport to C2 does not mean it’s going to happen.


Chairman Monaco closed the public hearing.



Chairman Monaco reminded Board members of the four alternatives available to them on the appeal. Lengthy discussion ensued by Board members and Board member questions were answered by County Counsel.


BOARD ACTION: Supervisor Barrios made a motion to continue consideration of the appeal to a date certain.  Supervisor De La Cruz seconded the motion. 



Chairman Monaco asked if there was any public comment on the matter.



Russell Bustos commented that as long as it stays at 535 people, there didn’t seem to be a problem.  He added that the person to monitor that would be the fire department. He commented on the population limits at the Northpoint Business Park.



Chairman Monaco called for the question.


The motion passed unanimously.
