While both exceed the footprints of the existing structures, the overall area dedicated to residential and compatible uses (6.9 acres) comprises only 0.05% of the entire agricultural preserve (12,717 acres) and this overall area will not increase; the Board may authorize an expansion of the existing footprints upon a determination that the agricultural production of the agricultural preserve shall not be substantially impaired or reduced, and the same area of agricultural production shall be maintained following reconstruction and relocation. Tom Slavich, Assessor, gave a staff report. He noted the breakdown of action/non-action of counties in California with respect to SB 863 as follows:


7 counties implementing SB 863


18 counties not implementing SB 863


5 counties pending/undecided 


3 counties had yet to take action


1 county was non-renewing all contract holders


21 counties had status unknown


He summarized by stating that only 12% of counties were doing anything. Mr. Slavich spoke of the impact SB 863 would have on the Assessor’s office staff.

Chairman Monaco felt that it did not look good for the Williamson Act, regardless of what the Board did.

Supervisor Botelho thanked the Farm Bureau for sponsoring a discussion on the matter the previous week. He urged landowners to contact their legislators and let them know how important it is to them.


Supervisor Barrios stated that the county may never see the money the state says they will give us.


Supervisor Loe saw no other option than to hold tight. She added that agriculture was the main business in the county and they had to protect it.


Supervisor De La Cruz stated that he supported the agricultural community. He spoke of the lesser amount of money received from the State the previous year and how the county had to backfill the rest.

Mr. Slavich detailed that the county had received $21 last year as opposed to $761,000 the previous year. He stated that the county had to put in about $840,000 out of the general fund.

Chairman Monaco expressed a desire to protect agricultural interests, noting that his district was the majority of it.  He supported holding tight.


Chairman Monaco opened the public hearing.


The following persons spoke in regards to SB 863:  Don Marcus, Ron Vaccarezza, Robert Frusetta and Jerry Muenzer.

There being no further public comment, the Chairman closed the public hearing.


Discussion was had by Board members.
