| County, which iadicates agricultural and livestock production values.

' Agriculture continues to be the county's major producing industry
with a 1994 gross value of $ 148,290,000. This increase, which is in
excess of 3% from last year, makes 1994 a new record high for San
Benito County's agricultural income, indicative of it's importance in
the county's economic base and the quality of 1ife for it's residents.

The most significant change was in the Vegetable and Row Crops
category which saw almost ten million dollars of the increase, The
largest gain within this category was baby lettuce for packaged salad
products. ' )

Please bear in mind that these figures are for gross income only,
not net profit to the grower, In some cases, Crops are actuaily pro-
duced at a loss.

I would like to take this opportunity to thank the many growers
and handlers of agricultural products, and persennel of other govern-
mental agencies for their assistance in obtaining these figures;
without their help, this report would not have been possible, I would
also like to acknowledge my staff, and in particular Paul Matulich who

compiled this report.
