Although the total value was up shout 25 percent thé:ﬁctual return
to grovers was nhot as great as indicated because of inflation and the
disastrous year in 1976 caused by the fall rains,

Once again I would like to stress that these figures are for
gross income, not net profit,

government agencies for their assistance in obtaining these figures.
