REQUIREMENTS

APPLICATION AND PERMIT

EXPLOSIVES
An Explosive or Blasting Agent Permit is required before one may store, use, or transport any explosives within the unincorporated areas of San Benito County.  Section 1102 of Title 18, United States Code, commencing with Chapter 40, Section 841 through 848, Title 27 of the Code of Federal Regulations, commencing with Part 555, and California Health and Safety Code Chapter 4, Section 12101 through 12112 governs the use of, storage of, and transportation of Explosives within San Benito County. 

The following forms must be submitted with the completed application along with a Cashier’s Check or Money Order (No personnel checks will be accepted) in the amount of $200.00 For an Initial application and $30.00 for a Renewal Application (includes all application fee’s, processing, and any on-site inspection fee’s) Fee’s for Live-Scan Finger Printing is separate and not included in the above fee. (This is a one-time fee, Renewal fees are listed depending on the total amount of explosives used)

** Please note that all applicants must also have a Certificate of Eligibility issued by the California Department of Justice is required for ALL Explosive permits per California DOJ. ***
